Lots and
lots of fabric, embroideries and rhinestones. Feminine shapes, still fittings for the fast living.
Full circle dresses, knits beyond imagination and a true romance between eye and heart. All in
all playful designer confidence that shows from the very first moment until the very end.

Odd Molly says it’s just lovely designs and not fashion.

(At the press conference prior to the show, Helena Christensen also revealed a design project
co-op with Odd Molly where she is designing a series of bed linen, for the benefit of the
forgotten victims of the Chernobyl disaster. The bed linen to enter stores Christmas of 2009).
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The 7 year old design team of Odd Molly have won numerous awards, such as the "prét-d-
porter award” in Germany, “designer of the year” in Sweden and many others. Odd Molly is
since 2007 a public company with shares noted at the Stockholm Stock Exchange.
